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1. Introduction

Human rights in legal education encompass all training and learning activities aimed at equipping
students with adequate knowledge and understanding of human rights norms, their underlying
principles, and the mechanisms for their protection. Given their relevance and impact in the daily
practice of law, such type of instruction has become an essential component of legal education at the
bachelor’s, master’s, and doctoral levels globally. Indeed, most of the leading law programmes in the
world have incorporated human rights content to their curricula in horizontal teaching, scattered
throughout related courses, or in vertical teaching, as a dedicated separate subject.

The results of the Assessment Report Concerning Human Rights Legal Education in Bulgarian
Universities revealed that a prioritization of human rights remains an exception in the study plans of
the faculties under assessment. The legal profession in Bulgaria is a regulated profession for which
the State sets the basic teaching requirements. The current legislation excludes the possibility for
bachelor’s degrees in law. Higher legal education can be obtained only through a five-year (ten-
semester) general Master’s programme,! combining compulsory and elective courses. Compulsory
courses, set as subjects and minimum tuition hours in the secondary legislation, shall be included in
each Law program as required courses for all law students. The Universities maintain their autonomy
to increase the tuition hours of the compulsory courses, to offer additional required courses, as well
as any kind of elective courses in various subjects of law within the general Master’s programme of
Law.

Despite recent efforts aimed at reforming the national legal education system to introduce
specialized Master’s programs in law, the secondary legislation still does not provide for such an
option. For that the reason the only specialized Master’s degree with a focus on human rights, set as
a two-year course, has been developed under the framework of the “International relations”
programme? at the Faculty of Law of Sofia University (SU).

Currently the participants in the ongoing discussion in the working group at the Ministry of
Justice focussed on the reform of legal education have reached a consensus on the introduction of
“Protection of Human Rights” as a compulsory course within the general Master’s degree in law.
Moreover, the secondary legislation is expected to open the possibilities for specialized Master’s

degrees in law for all the students who have obtained the general Master’s degree. In this context, it

will be further necessary to develop PhD programs in Law with a focus on human rights protection
so that to strengthen the teaching capacity at the Law Faculties in Bulgaria. At present doctoral
dissertations on human rights’ topics could be defended within the current PhD programs in Law,
specialized either in Constitutional law, International public law or EU law. However, these PhD
programs do not offer more specialized courses in the field of human rights.

At this stage, the public policy to strengthen the human rights legal education in Bulgaria relies
mostly on initiatives of promoting it among the Universities. However, currently only one of the
universities (UP) has introduced the Human rights course as one of its required courses. All the
universities offer various elective courses in the field of human rights. However, their tuition hours
(30) seem insufficient to cover the needs of the law students. Besides, their curricula hardly go beyond
the focus on the historical, institutional and normative aspects of human rights. Hardly any teaching
has developed on the concepts and specifics of human rights protection at the European court of
human rights (ECtHR) and within the UN human rights monitoring mechanisms. The availability of
human rights teaching materials in Bulgarian language is also limited and only a handful of scholarly
resources in foreign languages appear to be used in horizontal and vertical teaching. Ultimately,
Bulgarian law students acquire their general Master’s degree in law without sufficient knowledge and
understanding of human rights legal issues and without any skills to evaluate such cases and to discuss
possible resolutions within the existing legal and institutional framework of human rights protection.

This represents a stark contrast to the interest that both students and academic staff have
demonstrated in the increasing engagement of Bulgarian law programmes with the field of human
rights. Indeed, the results from the questionnaire ‘Effectiveness of Human Rights Law education in
the Bulgarian universities’ revealed that the overwhelming majority (76.5%) of the 18 surveyed
professors would be willing to teach a human rights course if a guideline and sample curriculum were
available, while 17.6% answered that they would ‘maybe’ do so and only 5.9% said that they would

not.

Similarly, the responses to the survey ‘Effectiveness of Human Rights Law teaching in the

Law Faculties in Higher Education in Bulgaria’ showed that 82.4% of students from the nine law

faculties under assessment would be willing to take a human rights law course, if it were available as
part of their study plans. Of the 68 answers received, only 2.9% of students said that they would not
be interested at all and 14.7% replied that maybe they would.

The factors that would influence the latter group’s decision to take the course or not were

career prospects in the field and the practical application of its content, the main lecturer of the course,
as well as the inclusion of theoretical, procedural and practical components as part of the course’s
curricula. Moreover, as shown in the graph below, half of the surveyed students affirmed that the
availability of adequate learning materials would influence their decision to enrol in an elective
human rights course ‘a lot’, while 41.2% responded that it would only ‘somewhat’ influence them

and 8.8% said that it would not affect their decision at all.

Thus, it is essential to develop curricula that properly reflect the educational needs of future
generations of lawyers and provide them with the academic tools for contributing to the effective
realisation of human rights. For that purpose, the present report shall, first, offer guidelines for the
proper introduction of human rights content in horizontal and vertical teaching, and, second, it shall
provide model courses that shall serve as the basis for new curricula in Bulgarian law faculties at the
general master’s degree, specialized master’s, and doctoral levels. The model courses are based on
subjects taught at leading universities and are tailored to the Bulgarian system’s particularities. They
are also part of a larger collaborative effort by the Norwegian Centre for Human Rights (University
of Oslo), the Government Agent’s Office at the Bulgarian Ministry of Justice (MoJ) and the New
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Bulgarian University (NBU) to contribute to the improvement and institutionalisation of human rights

legal education in Bulgaria.

2. Guidelines for the Introduction of Human Rights Law Curricula in

Bulgarian Universities

Across the world, legal education has increasingly incorporated human rights content as a
foundational component of study plans. The leading law programmes in the world are no exception
to this. In its horizontal component, human rights legal education is often found in courses such as
constitutional law® and public international law.* In vertical teaching, human rights are commonly
approached from an international, regional, or national perspective.® Similarly, it is also common for
top-rated law faculties to offer practical human rights training in the form of internship placements
and specialised clinics at the bachelor’s and master’s levels.® On the other hand, PhD (doctoral)
human rights study plans are often more specialized and tailored to each candidate’s research
interests.

As seen in the Assessment Report Concerning Human Rights Legal Education in Bulgarian
Universities, human rights law content is covered by all Bulgarian law faculties as part of the courses

on constitutional law and public international law. However, the human rights law component of
constitutional law courses is generally limited to a couple of lectures per semester, with most of the
emphasis placed on the structure and functions of State institutions. Moreover, most constitutional
law courses’ provide no real analysis on the interaction between international human rights
mechanisms and their domestic counterparts or with individual right holders. In vertical teaching,
dedicated courses on human rights law are mostly meant to build on the knowledge acquired in
constitutional and public international law courses, covering a wider range of issues and providing a
more in-depth perspective on the mechanisms of human rights protection.®

Such approaches remain insufficient to satisfy, on the one hand, the knowledge aspirations of
both students and academic staff, and on the other, the expectations that the internationalization of
the legal profession increasingly demands from its practitioners. These shortcomings are evidenced
by the responses to the two questionnaires developed by the three cooperating project partners, which
offer insights into interests of law students and teachers within the field of human rights. In particular,
when asked which topics would be of utmost importance to integrate to the curricula of a human
rights course, students’ answers included children’s and women’s rights, armed conflict and violence,
freedom of expression, the prohibition of torture and slavery, freedom of religion or belief, and
procedural aspects from the European system of human rights protection. Teachers also made clear
their interest in expanding the content currently covered in horizontal and vertical human rights
teaching, as their answers to the same question ranged from taxpayers’ rights and private international
law, to anti-discrimination and health law.

Thus, for horizontal human rights teaching, adjustments to law curricula should tackle these
inadequacies by expanding their scope and extending the hours currently allocated to human rights
education in related courses. Related courses, mainly constitutional law and public international law,
should strive to emphasize the interconnectedness between human rights and national institutions,

covering aspects such as the human rights treaty system, the substantive rights of the individual,

remedies available for their protection, and the case law of the European Court of Human Rights
concerning Bulgaria.

In vertical teaching, a reformed curriculum should follow a structure similar to that of
dedicated human rights courses in leading law programmes around the world, covering, at a
minimum, the following aspects: 1) The historical origins of the contemporary notion of human rights,
2) the sources and main principles of international human rights law, 3) the core international human
rights treaties and their regional counterparts, 5) the substantive human rights obligations of States,
and 4) the mechanisms of human rights protection at the universal and regional levels. In its
substantive component, in particular, the scope of dedicated courses should be expanded to
encompass contemporary human rights issues of increasing relevance (i.e., the challenges posed by
climate change, forced displacement, business and human rights, and new technologies).

Similarly, for every study plan, reading materials are one of the major aspects that would
promote student learning and contribute to the achievement of each course’s objectives. Professors
can use scholarship to nurture the content of each class, stimulate discussion, and design evaluations.
Scholarship from reputable authors and experts in the field can also serve as an important point of
reference for students to return to for guidance at any stage of their studies or careers. Moreover, in
legal education in particular, the use of academic materials must necessarily be accompanied by
practical approaches that help students develop critical thinking skills and involve themselves in their
own learning processes. By including cases from various jurisdictions or expert bodies as part of the
human rights law curricula, students are given the opportunity to question, critique, and apply the
knowledge they acquire from the theory of human rights. Equally important to the content is the time
allocated to each topic and the distinction between required and suggested readings. The amount of
time to be spent on each aspect of the course must, therefore, be planned well in advance and the
programme must clearly describe the content that will be discussed in each session.

Based on all of the above considerations, the remainder of this document presents model
curricula for human rights law courses at the general master’s, specialized master’s, and PhD levels.
In vertical teaching at the general master’s and specialized master’s levels, the curricula follow a 15-
lecture plan per course, while related courses in horizontal teaching are designed to include a total of
3 lectures. At the PhD level, model curricula for a 2,5-day course on human rights research
methodology and on human rights mechanisms are presented. For all courses, a list of compulsory

and recommended reading materials is provided, with English as the primary language of instruction.



3. Model Curricula at the general Master’s level

. Horizontal Teaching — Human Rights Components in Related Law

Courses

Within the current framework of general master’s law program horizontal teaching should cover
both required and elective courses. Each university is autonomous to determine the topics in all the
teaching courses, usually having regard to the traditions and to the compendiums of the questions,
included in the three state examinations in public law, civil law and criminal law. The academic staff
is free to decide whether to engage in horizontal teaching of human rights and these guidelines provide
only examples on topics and readings that could be provided to the law students.

The focus is mostly in the horizontal teaching in some of the compulsory courses, such as Theory
and philosophy of law, Constitutional law, International public law, EU law, administrative law and
process, Financial and tax law, Criminal law, Criminal process, Civil law (general part), Family law,
Obligations law, Property law, Commercial law, Information law, Medical law and a few elective

courses, offered at most universities, such as Medical law, Information law.

Ii.  Vertical Teaching — Human Rights Law as a Dedicated Course
Currently the working group at the Ministry of Justice is unanimous for introducing an additional
compulsory course “Human Rights Protection” within the general Master’s degree in law. It is
expected to have a minimum 75 total tuition hours and to upgrade the knowledge and skills of the law
students in understanding and practicing human rights law. As these guidelines are supposed to
provide for general strategic directions for the improvement of human rights legal education in
Bulgaria, we offer an exemplary conception and curriculum for such a required course “Protection of

Human Rights” in the general Master’s degree in law.

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1.2.Preliminary requirements
Before enrolling to this course the law students need to have knowledge and skills in the field of
Constitutional law, International public law and Legal English.

1.3.Annotation and learning objectives

Human Rights Protection is a required course that aims at upgrading the historical, theoretical
and institutional knowledge in human rights law, acquired by the law students within the Law
program.

Its starting point is the conception that human rights protection shall be initially and
fundamentally realized within the national state. At the heart of the study will be the issues of
subsidiarity, proportionality, constitutional identity and the role of the legislative and executive
powers for the protection of human rights. The emphasis is put on the central place of the national
courts supposed to interpret and apply human rights law in compliance with the jurisprudence of the
European court of human rights (ECtHR) and the Court of EU, as well as the other international
institutional mechanisms for human rights protection (e.g., UN human rights treaty bodies, including
the Human Rights Committee, the Committee on the Rights of the Child, etc.)

The course presents and explains key concepts and institutes in the jurisprudence of the
ECtHR, such as exhausting domestic remedies; positive obligations of the state for human rights
protection; legitimate aim and proportionality of state intervention, fair balance test etc. The focus is
on the jurisprudence of the ECtHR that is considered in correlation to the case law of Bulgarian courts
and the Court of EU. The case law of the ECtHR is analysed so that the student can form a valid idea
on the issues related to human rights protection, and especially how disputes between the applicant
and the State have been resolved. It is further demonstrated to the law students how the legal concepts
are being interpreted and implemented with a view to formulation of legal, institutional and political
resolutions to strengthen human rights protection on national level.

Within the course, the students will further develop their analytical, critical and practical skills
of analysis of the issues of human rights protection. They are expected to understand the relations and
correlations between legal concepts and social, political and cultural values in specific cases of human
rights protection. The study is mostly practically oriented towards examination of the issues of human
rights protection in the perspectives of various institutional frameworks and legal remedies, as well
as the formation of an overall understanding of the relationship between the domestic remedies and
the international and regional mechanisms of human rights protection.

1.4.Competences

After having taken the course the law students will know the basic concepts and institutes, related

to human rights protections, key human rights issues in the case law of ECtHR and in the case law of
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Bulgarian courts, as well as the relationship among the internal remedies and the international human
rights protection mechanisms. They will be able to understand the legal and social significance of the
fundamental rights and liberties and to critically analyse human rights issues. They will also be able
to seek and formulate legal, institutional and political solutions to human rights issues.
1.5.Curriculum:

A compulsory course of 75 tuition hours is divided between two types of teaching — lectures and
seminars, and follows the same curriculum of at least 15 topics, as follows:

e lectures — 15 topics, 3 tuition hours for a topic (45 tuition hours lectures)

e seminars — 15 topics, 2 tuitions hours for a topics (30 tuition hours seminars)

4. Model Curricula at the specialized Master’s level

I.  Horizontal Teaching — Human Rights Components in Related Law

Courses

At present, there are no specialized Master programs in law. The only specialized Master’s
programme in human rights offered at SU provides for a Master’s degree in International Relations.

The current State regulation does not allow for specialized Master’s degrees in law. While it
is difficult to suggest what should be the length, structure and specialization of any future Master’s
program in law, LLM programs in other countries are generally one year. Any horizontal teaching
would have to further develop into the specifics of such specialized Master’s program.

The guidelines for the horizontal teaching of human rights within the general Master’s
program of law could be the starting point for further delving into human rights issues in each specific
field, such as Criminal law and process, Civil law and process, EU law etc.

I.  Vertical Teaching — Human Rights Law as a Dedicated Course

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This course discusses human rights as a legal concept, and aims to provide students with a good

understanding of human rights law principles, institutions, and enforcement mechanisms at the

national and international levels. Moreover, its sets out to examine the manner in which certain rights

and protections for certain specific of persons have emerged, have been interpreted, and have been

applied in practice.

The course places human rights law in a broader context of international law, and gives an overview

of the legal developments in human rights from 1789 through to the present, with a focus on the

Universal Declaration on Human Rights, international and regional human rights treaties and UN

Charter bodies. In studying the practice of human rights law, the focus will be on a selection of civil

and political rights, socio-economic rights, collective rights, and extra-territorial rights which

generate considerable controversies in their application.

a good understanding of a selection of civil, political, socio-economic rights, and collective
human rights, as well as issues of equality and access to justice;

knowledge about the recognition and interpretation of these rights in international and
comparative law;

knowledge about perceived and actual conflicts between different rights.

5. Model Curricula at the PhD Level

Specialized Course on the Role and Impact of International, Regional, and

Domestic Human Rights Mechanisms

Course Description:

This course provides insights into the role and impact of key selected international,
regional, and domestic human rights mechanisms on the interpretation and development
of human rights, as well as improving the enjoyment of human rights at the domestic level.
Since its inception in the aftermath of WWII, the international human rights system has
evolved through a number of successive phases and, arguably, currently is in the midst of
a new stage of rethinking and development. Those developments are of an institutional,
substantive and procedural nature. Institutionally, some of the complex processes are
reflected at the international level in the UN human rights treaty body strengthening
review process; regionally, in the processes around the reforming and strengthening of
regional human rights systems, especially the European and the African one; and,
domestically, with the establishment of national human rights institutions (NHRISs).
Substantively, although there have been no more international human rights treaties in the
last over 15 years, many relevant resolutions have been adopted by the UN General
Assembly, the Human Rights Council, and other international and regional organizations
that address various human rights issues, not to speak about guidelines and other so-called
soft instruments prepared by various actors. Procedurally, individual access to various
human rights mechanisms has increased over time, with eight UN human rights treaty
bodies accepting individual communications, and regional human rights courts and
commissions dealing with an increasing number of cases. These developments have faced
some backlash from States and other actors. While some of the criticism towards the
human rights infrastructure is misplaced, it must be admitted that the institutional
framework has grown piecemeal and might need certain adjustments to function
optimally. Some of these institutional reform processes will be addressed during the

course.
